The parties agree: The purchase price to the buyer is $5000.00 (five thousand dollars)
1. The word “Buyer” as used herein, shall mean and include the undersigned individually, as a member of a partnership, as an employee, stockholder, officer or director of a corporation, as an agent, adviser or consultant for or to any business entity and in any other capacity whatsoever.

2. The Buyer and the Seller are having discussions about potential business opportunities.  Such discussions may involve the disclosure by the Seller of business and financial information and documentation including, without limitation: financial statements, asset lists, customer information, trade secrets; administrative methods; manufacturing, operating, merchandising, and marketing procedures; (“Confidential Information”).  In consideration of these discussions, the parties enter into this agreement in order to define their rights with respect to the Confidential Information.

3. The Confidential Information and all rights in it shall remain the property of the Seller and shall be held by the Buyer for the benefit of the Seller.

4. Confidential Information may be provided by the Seller to the Buyer at its sole discretion and no term of this Agreement obliges the Seller to disclose any particular Confidential Information.

5. The Buyer may designate one or more persons within or outside his organization, including the Buyer’s lawyers, accountants, consultants and bankers, who need to know the Confidential Information for the intended purpose, as persons who are authorized to receive Confidential Information.  The Buyer shall disclose Confidential Information only to those designated persons, and prior to such disclosure shall obtain their written agreement to comply with the terms of this Agreement.

6. Buyer shall not disclose, directly or indirectly, the Confidential Information to any other third party except as authorized in writing by the Seller.  Confidential Information shall not be copied or reproduced in any manner by the Buyer, except as is authorized by the Seller or as necessary for internal evaluation purposes on a need to know basis. All copies or reproductions shall be clearly marked with the same proprietary and confidential designations as appear on the originals.  Buyer shall return to the Seller all Confidential Information within seven days of the Seller’s request and Buyer will indemnify the Seller for any damages the Seller incurs as a result of the Buyer not returning all Confidential Information as requested.
7. The Buyer will not utilize any furnished information for any purpose other than evaluating the possible acquisition of the Business, specifically including, without limitation, not utilizing same to enter into and/or engage in competition with the Business or assist or promote any other party(s) in so doing.  The foregoing prohibition against utilizing said information in competing with the Business shall remain in effect for three (3) years from the date hereof and shall be applicable to competition within the presently existing marketing area of the Business.

8. The Seller makes no representation with respect to the accuracy or completeness of the Confidential Information and will not be liable for any errors or omissions or for any damages, incidental, consequential, or otherwise, resulting from the use of the Confidential Information by the Buyer.

9. Buyers shall not be liable for disclosure of Confidential Information where: (a) the Confidential Information is part of the public domain through no breach of the terms of this Agreement; (b) the Confidential Information is lawfully obtained by Buyer from a third party who can be shown to be a lawful source; (c) the Confidential Information was known to Buyer prior to the Seller’s disclosure, and such prior knowledge by Buyer can be established; or (d) the Seller has provided its prior written consent.

10. Buyer agrees that an order of the Court may issue enjoining it from violating any of the provisions of this Agreement and that an application for such injunction shall be without prejudice to any other right of action which may accrue on behalf of the Seller or the owner of the Confidential Information, including an action for damages or accounting of profits due to a breach of this Agreement.  The terms of this Agreement may be assigned to the benefit of the owner of any Confidential Information.

11. This agreement may be executed by facsimile and in one or more counterparts each of which shall for the purposes be deemed to be one and the same instrument.
